They have been 
underfunded for decades and their current state of deterioration  
shows it. Healthcare is being privatized, the schools are crumbling,  
the budgets of government ministries are being slashed.  
The dismantling of the Québec state must stop.  

All political parties must commit to adequately 
funding Québec’s public services.

Stand together for the planet
The climate crisis is an immense challenge. Yet for decades, the parties  
in power have refused to act. In fact, we now seem to be moving 
backward. The government’s retreat from funding infrastructure such  
as public transit is torpedoing our efforts to meet our greenhouse  
gas reduction targets. 

All political parties must commit to immediate action 
for a just transition and to creating the jobs of the 
future, starting with appropriate funding for public 
transit in view of the challenges we face.

Our demands
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The CAQ government isn’t acting 
alone.
