The government is going still further
with bills that aim to weaken the
checks and balances in our society,
such as its proposed constitution.
When the Québec Bar warns about
a slide into authoritarianism and

the erosion of the rule of law, the
situation is dire. Meanwhile, misin-
formation is rampant and democratic
debate is being hollowed out.
